Measuring a generous 75cm x 175cm, the scarf features a captivating design directly inspired by the imagery of Matisse the Friesian, not the artist Henri Matisse although there is inspiration added from Henry Matisse added to the design. A portion of every purchase will directly benefit local organizations like Lazy B Equine Rescue, providing vital resources for food, shelter, veterinary care, and rehabilitation.
"Matisse was more than just a horse, as his human, Wendy Nesbitt-Despain of Equus Noir Friesians described him, “Matisse was a stallion that dreams are made of. He certainly made mine come true” "This scarf is a way to honor his memory while making a tangible difference in the lives of other horses in our community who desperately need help. We wanted to turn his legacy into something positive and support the efforts to rescue abused, neglected horses in need.
